This month we will explain the colonization process. During this
past convention season, [ answered several questions about how the
process works and how everyone can get involved. This newsletter

will give a brief outline of how the colonization process works.

Colonization 101

Kappa Kappa Psi has been fortunate enough to have had six colonies
installed as active chapters this past semester. We currently have 13
active colonies in various stages in the colonization process. This
process 1s different for each colony. Each colony 1s different in
completing the process but generally it takes about nine months.
Once a colony application 1s approved by the National Council, the

tollowing steps are taken:

The VPCM appoints an advising team:

The advising team consists of an advising person and advising
chapter. The advising person is an alumni member of the fraternity
appointed by the VPCM. The advising person works closely with the
colony to give them individual guidance on fraternity policy and

procedure.

The advising chapter is a “model” chapter appointed by the VPCM

who works closely with the colony -- teaching them how to succeed
as a chapter. There have been some cases where two chapters have

been appointed to give even more assistance to the colony. The

advising chapter is vital to the colony’s success and future.

The colony and advising team report monthly on the web:

Last bienmum, the National Council created a web based colony
reporting system. This is a tracking system used to allow the colony,
advising team and the national leadership to visually see the progress
of each colony. District Presidents and Vice Presidents will also soon
have access to aide in the process. The colony and advisers can log in

and submit monthly status reports.

The colony completes three important documents:

The colony is responsible for drafting a constitution, a written
Membership Education Program, and Petitioning Document. The
advising team works with the colony to complete each document.
Once a draft is ready, the colony emails the draft to the VPCM for
review. The VPCM sends comments and edits to the colony to
review to make changes. When the colony is ready, they send final
drafts to the VPCM for final approval of the document. The colony
sends the final draft of the petitioning document to National
Headquarters for filing in the National Archives.
