A Stranger in a Foreign Land: 
Leaving your home chapter and finding a new home

You do not have to be involved directly with a chapter to be a good brother 

 

This is a hard lesson for a lot of new alums, so letõs take it gently.  When we were brothers in our 

own chapter, we knew our responsibilities: keep the chapter striving, push the chapter president to 

get those reports done, show up early to practice, stay late, and donõt forget to strike the stage every 

nighté the simple fact was, in most cases you knew when you were being a good brother and when 

you were falling short.   

 

A personal struggle for me was trying to start a career and a life without the fraternity, and even more 

difficult, in opposition to the fraternity.  I missed my first national convention because I was a week 

away from moving to Boston for my first job out of graduate school.  Iõve missed national, district, 

and chapter events because my career came first.  Sometimes a fellow alumni brother would talk 

about how bad they felt to miss an event or not get involved, that it was selfish.

However, what example does it set to active brothers if you canõt let go and live your life and follow 

your passions?  After graduation, the best gift you can give to active brothers is to be a good example.  

If that example is the helpful brother in the workplace or the focused brother at the fitness center or 

the loving brother who starts a familyé those are great examples of great brothers, and none of those 

required chapter meetings or district conventions, but they have equal or more powerful impact. 

 

But what if you want to keep involved in the life of a chapter and you are no longer at your home 

chapter?  Hereõs the advice other brothers gave me: 

 

#1: Taking the first step: Talk to the Director of Bands, Chapter Alumni in the area 

 

In most cases, the chapter you have moved near will not have a chapter alumni association, but if 

there is one, they are a great first resource.  The big thing is that you are no longer an active.  It can be 

intimidating when a brother from another chapter comes over and says to random active/chapter 

officer that you are new to the area and want to help them out.  And can you blame them for being 

intimidated?   

 

So make that first connection the Director of Bands or chapter sponsor.  This will help build your 

connections as a supporter of the band program and minimize the discomfort.  It also makes sure you 

know what is going on with the chapter and where you can be most helpful without injecting yourself 

into someone elseõs business or creating trouble for the chapter even though you may have the best of 

intentions. 

 

#2: Be a great example: As a great audience 

 

This can be easy: go to any band concerts you can and just listen and enjoy.  Let the musicians know 

that their music is appreciated and that their effort was worth it.  Go to a practice, even for a few 

minutes, and reminisce (just let the band director know you are there so he/she isnõt distracted by the 

random alum standing in the back of the room or in the bleachers).  Go back for homecoming and 

cheer on your old band.  The main point is to provide the students with something you appreciated 

when you were in band: the cheers that come with a great performance. 

 

#3: Be a great example: Offer your time, talents, support (donõt just act) 

 

For many chapters, the risk of having alumni get involved and telling the chapter how to act or what 

to do is a serious one and you need to respect the chapterõs wishes.  My home chapter struggled often 

with this problem, having alumni sometimes directly involve themselves in chapter business and 

operations, with good intentions, but against the chapterõs wishes.  And as an active, it was hard to tell 

your alumni, or alumni of other chapters who now called Michigan their home, that the chapter is in 

charge. 
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Asking instead of acting means, however, that you may be ignored or not asked for help.  This is life 

and donõt take it personally.  It is the studentõs chapter and these are their decisions.  The important 

thing is to show the students that you want to help, that you have something to offer, and that it is 

their responsibility to take it from there.  It gives the chapter ownership and demonstrates support 

and brotherhood, even if it means occasionally watching things not work perfectly or having to sit on 

the sidelines when you think you could have done better. 

 

#4: Local Alumni Associations can be a great outlet 

 

If you donõt have one nearby, now is as good a time as any to start getting brothers together and start 

one.  See last yearõs Encore and your KKPsi AA representatives for advice on how to get started and 

preparing a new LAA.  Talk to some members of current LAAs on where to go from there.  An LAA 

gives you a way to act in concert with a chapter or chapters, letting them take the lead and set the 

terms.  As Alumni Association members, our service to the bands is both on behalf and at the 

direction of the active students.  To some, this is a change from the way they were taught or the what 

they have observed, but it is a way of showing respect to the students and still work to keep our 

fraternity around for eighty more years. 

 

#5: Know when to step away 

 

This isnõt your chapter (and for that matter, your home chapter wonõt stay the same while you are 

gone), so you need to put a lot of energy into letting go.  No good comes from getting involved 

where you arenõt welcome and/or where your presence will only make things worse.  And if you 

arenõt sure or you donõt have the experience to tell when you are too involvedé you are too involved 

and take a big step back. 

 

#6: When all else fails, put your energy into being a great brother 

 

There is a lot to learn after graduation; in many ways, your education never ends.  Just remember to 

keep striving and be the best brother you can be, no matter where you end up.  And donõt hesitate to 

ask other brothers for help.  We are fortunate to be in a fraternity with alumni of all backgrounds, 

experiences, and across the country and world.  Listening to their advice, keeping each other 

accountable, and remembering our roles as alumni and our responsibilities we pledged to support 

during ritual, we are still going to make some mistakes but the more energy we put in to being a great 

brother and great example to future alumni, the better our Alumni Association and national fraternity 

will be.  And the better off we will be too.

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Life Lessons

òBe safe; look out for each other; be where you need to be, when you need to be there, ready to work; donõt be stupid; and 

donõt call me for bail money.ó  If youõve been to a Northeast District convention in the past five or six 

years, youõve probably heard me say this.  It usually gets a laugh or two, but there is life wisdom in 

these simple, practical words. 

 

Be safe pretty well explains itself.  Youõve been hearing that since you were very small and just 

beginning to explore the world around you, and it still applies.  No matter how old you get, you still 

need to look both ways before crossing the street.   

 

Look out for each other is another ôlittle kidõ rule.  You know the drill.  Make sure your friend is also 

paying attention when itõs time to cross the street.     

 

Be where you need to be, when you need to be there, ready to work.  This seems like a no-brainer, but it can be 

easy to lose track both of time and of good sense.  Be on time for that rehearsal, meeting, or 

performance.  Be sure you have the things youõre supposed to have.  Donõt be sleep deprived, hung 

over, or (even worse) still drunk.  This becomes very important out in the grownup world.  Yes, most 

full time jobs come with a certain number of sick days, but if you use them all to recover from 

partying too hard, what are you going to do when appendicitis strikes? 

 

Donõt be stupid.  I could do a couple of hours on this one, but basically the point is to think before you 

act, and do your best to do the right thing.  After all, no prank is worth an arrest record.  ôRelocatingõ 

that sign may seem funny, but depending on what itõs worth it can mean a felony charge.  Facebook, 

Twitter and other electronic communication can have a big influence on your professional life.  It can 

keep you from being hired, cost you a promotion, or even cost you a job you already have.   

 

Donõt call me for bail money.  This is what usually gets the laugh.  Iõm serious about it ð I donõt plan to 

bail anyone out who isnõt a blood relative and even then I may have to think about it.  The bigger 

point is:  actions have consequences.  If you make bad choices, expect unpleasant consequences.  And 

donõt expect someone else to fix it for you.  If youõre big enough and bad enough to be out there 

doing what you want to do, youõre big enough and bad enough to be held accountable.   

 

During my tenure as Northeast District Governor, Iõve had to deal with plenty of less-than-fun 

situations.  Some were more difficult than others, depending on how stupid the behavior was and 

whether the culprit(s) decided to do the Denial Dance with an accompanying chorus of Why Itõs Not 

My Fault.  Iõm a big believer in helping people see where things went wrong, why it was a bad idea, 

and the importance of taking responsibility for it.  I would not have had to learn quite so many things 

the hard way if Iõd had more of that kind of mentoring.

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Life lessons donõt stop as each of us makes the transition from active to alumnus to really old person.   

Actives (and younger alums) will reach out to us for advice, making it important for us to think and 

act like responsible adults.   They need the benefit of our experience to break up the ôgroup thinkõ 

thatõs easy for the students ð or any group ð to fall into. 

 

Life lesson for us alumni types:  each of us, regardless of title or the lack thereof, has a responsibility 

to continue to provide leadership and guidance to those who are coming along behind us.  If you 

justify or participate in ôunofficialõ parties with students that technically violate policy, or 

encourage/participate in/teach hazing, or otherwise act like you donõt have good sense, you are doing 

harm to KKPsi.  You canõt just turn your head and plead ignorance.  Dante said, òThe hottest places 

in Hell are reserved for those who, in times of great moral crisis, maintain their neutrality.ó  Our 

young people need the good advice and solid examples we can and must provide. 

 

At this past NED Convention, one of my former ôkidsõ whoõs been out in the world for a while 

tracked me down to tell me that something heõd learned from me had saved his current job more 

than once.  That made me smile, because he had vehemently disagreed with me at the time.  Iõm 

pretty sure he still thinks my position was wrong ð the lesson was in the way I had handled it.  I 

ôaskedõ everyone involved in a rapidly escalating disagreement to drop it for 24 hours.  During that 

time I expected all of the parties to take a deep breath or two, and be prepared to start over again in a 

civil manner the next day.  We didnõt have to like each other or agree, but we were going to treat each 

other with respect. 

 

I sure could have used that lesson when I was in my 20s. I like to think that as Iõve gotten older, Iõve 

gotten better at owning my choices and actions and accepting the consequences.  The Denial 

Dance/Why Itõs Not My Fault combo is rarely as tempting an option as it used to be.  Even so, I still 

have days when I donõt make the best choices.  Youõll have that in humans! 

These certainly arenõt new concepts Iõve written about.  More than two thousand years ago, the Greek 

philosopher Heraclitus wrote: 

 

òThe soul is dyed the color of its thoughts. 

Think only on those things that are in line with your principles and can bear the light of day. 

The content of your character is your choice. 

Day by day, what you choose, what you think, and what you do is who you become. 

Your integrity is your destiny é it is the light that guides your way.ó 

 

I love this quote.  The concepts are obviously easier said than done, but they give each of us guidance 

as we continue to strive for the highest. 

 

Marie Burleigh, a life member from the Omicron Chapter at West Virginia University, is the Northeast District 

Governor.  Having never held chapter or district office as an active member, she considers herself a reminder that those 

who didnõt hold office can still be productive, contributing alumni members.

Unemployed? Need a change? Make sure your job search is 
not 2000 and late

Itõs no secret that the past yearõs economy during has challenged everyone, and even though the 

recovery is slowly starting, unemployment continues to rise. But, there are jobs to be had, but you 

have to be strategic in the search. No matter if you are a recent grad or a seasoned professional, here 

are some tips to help you through your search. 

 

Tell EVERYONE you are job searching. Well, if you are currently employed, you donõt want your 

current employer to know you are looking. But, if you are unemployed, with the current economy, 

you are one of many, and there is less stigma in the status. Plus, with a typical job search lasting three-

six months, you will have the sympathy of others. Just remember, the more people you tell you are 

looking, the more people you have pulling and looking for you. 

 

Make sure you have a network . . . and that it works for you. The web site LinkedIn is a powerful 

tool to help you maintain contact with brothers, your college friends and former colleagues. Even if 

you are happy with your current employment, now is the time to be building the network on 

LinkedIn. You never know when you will have to exercise that network. With a large network, you 

could hear of job opportunities before they have been posted to the rest of the world. And, if you 

have a contact on the inside of that dream job, your resume might float to the top of a large HR pile 

with the right person referring you. 

 

Find your local professional organization and attend their meetings. Most industries have 

professional organizations, and a quick search of the web should help you find one. Go to their 

events, and let the members of the group know you are job seeking. When you come home from the 

meetings, add the contacts you make to your LinkedIn network. Outside of the meetings, arrange for 

meetings and informational interviews with these contacts. You never know when they might be 

hiring. 

 

Be willing to intern for free. This can work for both new grads and for seasoned professionals. 

Have a company that youõve really been trying to get into and the companyõs budget constraints are 

the only thing that is stopping you from working there? See if they would be willing to have you do an 

unpaid internship for a few months so you can show them how you can add value to the company. 

Just be careful how you enter into these relationships so that your services are not taken advantage of. 

Make sure there are clear start and end dates, and make fair arrangements so that you can interview 

with other employers during the internship.  

 

Donõt meet the exact requirements for the job? Apply anyway. As a hiring manager, Iõve had 

several experiences where the requirements for the job changed during the hiring process. The initial 

posting may be looking for a candidate with 10+ years experience, and midway through the search, I 

find my team really needs someone with three-five years experience. If your resume is in house when

requirements change, you are ahead of the new posting. 

 

Tailor your resume to the job for which you are applying. This is especially important if you are 

changing careers. Your 15 years of accounting experience are great, but if your passions lead you to 

being a graphic designer, it isnõt wise to list all of your accounting experience at the top of the 

resume. Make sure the information relevant to the job for which you are applying is listed first. 

Maybe as an accountant, you designed your departmentõs newsletter. Or, through a volunteer 

organization, you designed a web site. Highlight this experience and explain in your cover letter your 

need for a career switch. 

 

Finally, if you are unemployed, treat your job search like it is your job. Make sure you are getting up 

at a business-like hour during the week and try to set a schedule for your day. By working at your 

search as hard as you worked at a job, you will hopefully find employment soon!

Alumni Spotlight:  Atlanta Alumni Association

The Atlanta Alumni Association of Kappa Kappa Psi and Tau Beta Sigma serves as a tool to provide 

an avenue for members of the Fraternity and Sorority in good standing to continue the fraternal 

affiliation beyond graduation. There have been at least 2 previous attempts to begin an Alumni 

Association in Atlanta, Georgia with no success. The idea of beginning an alumni association to the 

city of Atlanta was brought about by alumni of the Delta Iota Chapter from Florida A&M 

University, at the 2004 Southeast District Convention in Tuskegee, AL. Initially there was thought of 

forming a Delta Iota Alumni Association. It was decided that more service could be done and the 

activities would be limited without having members from other chapters of Kappa Kappa Psi and 

our sisters of Tau Beta Sigma who could provide ideas, motivation, and diversity to the association.
